P&C Building Fund 
 
Soon you will receive a statement from the school regarding school fees. Included on that will be a voluntary P&C 
Contribution and P&C Building Fund Request.  
 
The P&C Building Fund is used to assist with the cost of building programs and maintenance within the school. As a 
public school, government funding is provided but limited, so the financial support for on-going developments and 
improvements also comes from generosity within the community. 
 
The P&C Building Fund is used to pay for items such as air conditioning, smart board installations, small painting 
works or other such items not necessarily covered by government funding. 
 
Gifts (donations) to this fund are tax deductible. A receipt will be issued by the school which should be retained for 
tax return purposes.  
 
Remember, all donations made to the Building Fund prior to 30th June are tax deductible for this financial year.
